Arrangements for Reception children beginning school in September 2017

Dear Parents/Carers,

school attendance for all children beginning school in Robin class. This enable us to
support a gentle and effective transition into school for your children.

It is important to be guided by your child as he/she settles into school. If he/she appears
not to be ready to stay all day and would benefit from spending some time at home in
the afternoon, please speak to us. Likewise, if we feel your child is coping well with
morning sessions but not ready for a full school day we will discuss a more gradual entry
for your child.
