School Health & Safety Reminders

All children need appropriate shoes (not boots) whist in school that support their growing feet and outdoor
play safely. We find that this does reduce the number of accidents that children have in school.

All long hair MUST be tied back for school

Children should not come to school wearing nail varnish, tattoos/transfers, make up or jewellery, except stud

earrings.
Earrings should be removed on PE days, or if this is not possible, covered with tape.

Children should ensure that they have jumpers or cardigans to wear in the classrooms. As we are required to
ensure sufficient ventilation to the classrooms, doors and windows are often open which means that the rooms
are slightly cooler than normal.
